WESTVILLE HOUSE SCHOOL - TERMS OF ADMISSION

1. Westville House School is not a Nursery or Pre-Preparatory School. Pupils are not prepared for admission to Junior or Preparatory Schools and are only admitted on the understanding that it is their parents’ intention for them to proceed through the school until secondary entrance examinations at 11+ or later.

2. If you wish your child to miss school for some good reason, the Headmaster’s permission should be sought in advance in writing.

3. A full term’s notice of the removal of a pupil or withdrawal from an optional subject must be given in writing to the Headmaster. This means that such notice must be given on or before the first day of the term at the end of which the pupil is to leave the school or discontinue the subject. If this notice is not given, a full term’s fees will be required in lieu.

4. All fees are payable on or before the first day of each term to WESTVILLE HOUSE SCHOOL. Details of Advance Payment Schemes and Instalment Schemes are available from the Bursar. Interest is charged on all overdue accounts.

5. We reserve the right to refuse to allow your child to attend the School, or to withhold any references, while fees remain unpaid or there is a persistent default in relation to supplemental charges. You consent to our informing any other school or educational establishment to which you propose to send your child of any outstanding fees.

6. Parents agree that their children will conform to the rules and discipline of the school as determined or amended from time to time by the Governors or the Headmaster; and that they will co-operate fully with the school to support its well-being, traditions and ethos. The Handbook, issued yearly to parents, gives essential information in this area.

7. The Headmaster reserves the right to ask for the suspension or withdrawal of a pupil at any time and for such period of time as the Headmaster shall decide in the Headmaster’s discretion and in such circumstances the school shall not be required to reimburse the whole or any part of any fees paid or payable in respect of such pupil.
8. Any extra help given by the school or by an individual teacher, beyond what is standard or is laid down in the Prospectus (eg extra tuition out of class, help with travel etc) is given out of good will and is not to be taken as constituting a new contractual term.

9. The Governors reserve the right to alter the School Fees at their discretion. They normally give three months notice of such alterations, but will not necessarily always be able to do so.
10. Parents acknowledge and accept that in circumstances where the Governors and/or the Headmaster decide it is in the best interests of the school to close or are forced to close for any period of time due to circumstances which could not reasonably have been foreseen or avoided (including without limitation acts of God, storms, floods, riots, fires, sabotage, disease or illness, civil commotion or civil unrest, acts of terrorism or failure of energy sources) the school shall not be liable for any delay or failure to provide its services and the school shall not be required to reimburse the whole or any part of any fees paid or payable in respect of any pupil.
